The harvest operations are 
completed in TUB on the north 
side of Burton FSR. The con-
tractor still needs to complete 
the additional post-harvest 
clean-up in TUB to meet Fuel 
Management Prescription spec-
ifications. The contractor will 
then be starting in TUD and 
TUA on the north side of Burton 
FSR. The plan is to get every-
thing north of the FSR complet-
ed this fiscal year and then they 
will start on the south side of 
the FSR next fiscal year 
(starting April 1, 2026).  
I believe the contractor does 
have some firewood available 
to the locals, but they must first 
have a waste assessment com-
pleted. I believe they have a 
surveyor booked to come com-
plete this survey. I can let Bur-
ton know when it is completed 
and who to contact for firewood.

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Recipes 
Winter specials with potatoes and garlic 
 

Potato Kugel 
(From the Vegetarian Epicure, Book 2 by Anna Thomas, 1978) 
 

A kugel is a puddinglike dish, best eaten hot or warm. 
Potato Kugel is generally a side dish, but it could be 
used as the basis of a light meal, with the addition of 
a soup or salad, and some fruit.  
 

Ingredients: 
4 medium-sized potatoes (about 2 pounds) 
1 large yellow onion 
2 eggs 
1 tsp salt 
Pepper to taste, garlic optional 
3 Tbs vegetable oil 
Garnish 
Sour cream 
 

Peel the potatoes and grate them as quickly as pos-
sible. Peel and grate the onion, beat the eggs lightly, 
and stir together the potatoes, onions, eggs, salt, and 
pepper. If you are using a blender or food processor, 
cut the peeled potatoes and onions into chunks and 
process them, 1/2 batch at a time, together with the 
eggs, until no large pieces are left. 
Preheat the oven to 350 degrees, pour the oil into a 
shallow, medium-sized casserole, and heat it for a 
few minutes. Pour the kugel mixture into the hot oil in 
the casserole and bake it for 1 hour (uncovered). The 
kugel should be puffed up and browned. 
Serve hot with sour cream. 
Serves 6 to 8. 

 
 
 

Cheese and Potato Pie 
 

Ingredients: 
Potatoes 
Onions 
Cheese 
Crushed garlic if you wish 
Garnish 
 

Peel and cook potatoes in one pot. 
Peel and cook onions in another pot. 
Grate lots of cheese. 
Mash potatoes then add onions and cheese and put 
in a casserole dish. Add garlic if you wish. 
Garnish—with extra cheese on top, and maybe sliced 
tomato for colour, and fresh or dried parsley. 
Bake uncovered in the oven for a while until the 
cheese on top looks browned a bit.

Maybe some garlic, parsley, herbs and spices 
A little oil for frying 
 

Peel potatoes and vegetables. 
Grate in a processor. 
Add a couple of eggs and a touch of flour. 
And maybe some herbs and spices to taste. 
 

Fry in a skillet slowly, turning over when crisp. 
Serve with sour cream. Delicious.

Upon meeting Mr. Van Brummelen you can’t help but 
be caught by his warm smile, a smile that greets with 

kindness.

Remembrance Day is a day of reflection for the Van 
Brummelens. In Holland, during the German occupa-
tion of World War 2, his family aided the Resistance 
by helping Jewish families escape from the country. 
“My grandparents had a secret room to hide people. 
Two of my great-uncles were caught for harbouring 
Jews. They were sent to Auschwitz and never re-

turned.” 
Mr. Van Brummelen’s parents moved to Canada 
after the war. He was born in Toronto but the family 
soon moved to British Columbia. 
After a time in Kelowna, he and his wife wanted to 
move out of the city. “We drew a circle on the real-
estate map and thought first of the Shuswap. Then 
we stayed for a weekend in a roof-top tent in Burton 
Historical Park, and fell in love with the area.” 
Coincidental circumstances led to Mr. Van Brum-
melen taking on the role of administrator for the 
Childcare Centre in Nakusp. Then - “I had wanted to 
get back to being a principal, in a small rural school 
where I can spend more time getting to know every-
one personally, and teach. It was all miraculous. I 
now go back and forth between Edgewood and Bur-
ton schools.” 
His vision for Burton Elementary is to focus on foun-
dational skills, specifically academic goals, with 
teachers working collaboratively. “The next goal and 
dream for the school is to start with more enquiry 
learning, to pursue projects the children are excited 
about – their own dreams and goals. And for parents 
to share their dreams, to inspire the children, to see 
their dreams realized.” 
Meanwhile Mr. Van Brummelen is working with an 
editor on a children’s book. “I’ve done a lot of music 
writing in the past,” he added, “and I would love to 
pick that up again. And a new passion I have is to 
learn to build things on our five-acre property. I’ve 
always had lots of projects and I love learning.”

It has been 
said by several that it’s time for younger folk to step 
in and up to the plate, and to visualize a future of the 
community as they want it to be . 
Meanwhile, there are those who do step forward, to 
give their talents and time for community. One exam-
ple is the dedicated group of mostly seniors who 

have been putting a lot of time, energy and physical 
grunt work into a community garden that has been 
providing organic, locally grown produce for many 
households in the area. In addition, with the re-
introduction this year of markets, the group has pro-
vided produce at exceptionally affordable prices for 
residents and visitors – food that is free of chemicals. 
AND - it’s all LOCAL.  
There are also dedicated volunteer groups and indi-
viduals in Burton who organize healthy activities and 
events, exercises, programs, trails, concerts, brunch-
es, pot lucks and more. There are volunteers who 
make decisions and organize improvements for the 
community assets - the hall, field, playground, and 
campground in this hamlet of Burton. And not to for-
get the volunteer fire brigade.  
As one resident said about the activities this summer, 
in particular the pop-up markets and community 
fridge, “It’s like getting community back.” 
YES - there is heart in Burton! But sometimes it’s 
clouded by negativity, resistance to change and new 
ideas, by hanging on to the past, and by effects of 
this very challenging and uncertain world.  
YES — there is heart in Burton! Can you feel it?
